Foster Home Application 
Please read the following! 
How Do Foster Parents Help?
· Foster parents feed, groom, socialize, train, and medicate the animal during its stay in the foster home. 

· Foster parents may be asked to take their animal to the vet.    

· Foster parents are responsible for providing food, time, and tender loving care.   

· Foster parents have the option to meet potential adopters.  Sometimes, the foster animals may be adopted straight from the foster home.

· Rescue adoption guidelines are followed at all times, and rescue staff has final approval of all adoptions.   
Volunteer Qualifications 
· Foster parents must be able to provide a safe, loving and stable environment for the foster animal until he is adopted. 

· Experience with animal behavioral or medical issues is a plus, but is not necessary. 

· Foster parents must have patience, as well as be willing to nurse any injury and/or illness — with the understanding that some animals will not recover from their injury. 

· Foster parents must be able to transport their foster animal to and from the Rescue and the veterinarian during business hours, should the need arise.
Thank you for offering to become a foster home for our organization! To be considered as a foster home for our organization, you must: 
· Be 21 years of age or older. 

· If you rent your home you must have consent from your landlord to have a dog. 

· Have all dogs and cats in the home spayed or neutered, if they are 6 months or older, unless there are medical reasons for not doing so. 

· Have all dogs in the home up to date on vaccinations. 

· Agree to have a home visit done by one of our volunteers. The volunteer will need to see the areas of the home where the dog will be allowed and also visit with family members and current pets. Distance is a factor in whether or not the required home visit can be completed. We are a 100% volunteer run organization. Although we do have volunteer contacts in many areas, some areas may be difficult for us to locate a volunteer to conduct the home visit. We will let you know ASAP if your application needs to be denied due to our inability to find a volunteer to conduct the home visit. 
You must also agree to the following conditions:
· Agree to have the dog/cat wear an All 4 One Rescue ID tag on its collar at all times when in public or outdoors. 

· Agree to never allow the foster dog/cat to be off leash when it is outdoors, unless it is in a securely fenced in area. 

· Agree to have the foster dog/cat reside in the home, not outside. The foster dog/cat may NOT be left outdoors if you are not at home. This includes outdoor kennel runs. 

· Agree to never allow foster dog/cat to be left unattended with young children. Top of Form
· Agree to CRATE your foster while away and/or at night to insure their safety and the safety of your own pets in the home.
